To be awarded with a Bachelor of Laws with Honours:

Students who enrolled in the Bachelor of Laws prior to 31 Dec 2014 may apply to
undertake the unit Advanced Legal Research Dissertation in their later years in this
degree based on the aggregate of points attributed to the top two thirds of units so
listed shall then be calculated and a grade point average determined. Students will
be further assessed on an outline of a proposed thesis topic and availability of a
college based or college affiliated supervisor. Students will be awarded a Bachelor
of Laws with Honours (Class H1, H2A, H2B or H3) based on their aggregate of points
and overall mark in Advanced Legal Research Dissertation.

To be awarded with a Bachelor or Laws (Honours)
(For students enrolled post 1 January 2015):

Students in any Bachelor of Laws course may apply to transfer into any Bachelor of
Laws (Honours) course if the selection criteria is met.

Students are required to enrol in all units for semester 1 and 2, and are not
permitted to enrol in more than 48 credit points per semester as a full-time load.

Credit Points

A credit point is used to measure the study load for a unit. A standard unit consists
of 12 credit points, with each completed unit's credit points adding up to meet your
required total of credit points to complete your course.

Aboriginal Yulendj (Knowledge) and Community - EMIAGL

With UNESCO's acknowledgement that Indigenous groups globally are challenged from
'development’, global warming and globalisation and the Australian government's adoption
of the UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, how might Indigenity assert itself
legally, politically, culturally, socially and technologically to secure/ensure an equitable and
respected place in a multicultural globalised Australian context?

How might key Aboriginal issues underpinned by self-determination, land and country, treaty,
economic development, urban and regional planning, traditional owners, cultural heritage
and art, human rights, ethics and community development be considered and applied in a
changing world and in Australian civics and citizenship, workplaces and community?

The Aboriginal Yulendj (Knowledge) and Community minor will be available for students
enrolled in VU undergraduate programs and it will use Moondani Balluk (embrace people)
units in decolonial and postmodern theories to consider a range of complex topics concerning
personal and national identity in a changing global world. In this minor, students will explore,
analyse and deconstruct their own disciplinary and lived perspectives as well as explore,
reflect and understand the impacts and outcomes of colonisation for Aboriginal individuals,
families and communities in South East Australia. Topics to be explored include history,
human rights, traditional owners, sovereignty, governance and societal structures, coloniality
and systems of power and community ethics.
